In January 2023, she moved to Nashville, TN and has
toured in Hawaii, Italy, performed at the Grand Ole Opry, wrote an original score to
horror short film “Pure Evil” by Walter J. Buck, opened for Whiskey Myers and Dwight
Yoakam for two runs on the ‘Appalachia Forever Tour’ with Philip Bowen, opened for
Jamey Johnson for multiple dates on ‘The Last Honky Tonk Tour’ with The Bennett Hall
Band, and more. She is an endorsed artist with Paiste Cymbals, Vater Percussion,
Cympad International and Humes & Berg. Recently, she has been touring with Philip
Bowen, Julia DiGrazia, The Bennett hall Band and Clayton Q. In her free time, she
teaches drum-set, percussion and piano lessons virtually and in person.

Ms. Kopitske has gained experience in both live and studio settings. She has
recorded drum-set, percussion, organ and piano for artists/bands in an array of styles.
